PROGRAMS
Lower School

PK-grade 3: Storytelling and role-play from Ralph Singh's book and character education program, Stories to Light
our Way. This book combines tales and fables around the world to help foster children's intercultural
understanding of kindness and inclusivity.

Grades 4-6: The workshop at this level will use Stories to Light Our Way as the foundation for the presentation,
but, along with hearing the tales, intermediate students will collaborate to create stories of their own.
